My GPS cut off at the marathon mark so, | was left to my own instincts to carry on to the
finish. My nutrition and hydration strategies were spot on and adjusting to the experience and the heat (84degrees) was
not all that difficult either.

| think the toughest part was the last 5.7 miles when | wasn't sure my mileage or my pace. When | reached the final water
stop with 1.7 miles to go, | realized | could have pushed a little more throughout. But if | did that, | wouldn't have enjoyed
the breathtaking views as much. | still PR'd by 15 minutes... 6:49:15, compared to FebApple's 7:04:11. Heritage trail went
out and back with a kind of lollipop design to it making it better than a multiple looped course. Also, were brought back
through Great Falls Park which was truly breathtaking! Very runnable and highly recommended for the beauty and ease of
the course.

The trail was packed dirt with a little technical and a few climbs but, from the chatter | was hearing, Bear Mtn will be about
10 x's tougher.
